Miki in the Future
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There are support services for parents in
Miki Town. One of the available services is
the "Hello Baby Service". In this service,
public health nurses and midwives visit new
parents and talk to them about their
concerns pertaining to childcare and raising
their children.

In this service, postal carriers make visits
to the homes of elderly residents who live
in Okuyama and Komino (the mountainous
regions of Miki Town). This is a new service
offered through cooperation between the
town office and Japan Post.

Miki Town has put together a "Home and
Delivery Service Map" for residents 65
years and older who have difficulty going
shopping. This map lists stores that
provide home and delivery services. This is
a unique project in Japan and the map is
free.
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Residents Looking Out for Each Other Healthy and Active
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The Volunteer Firefighters all have regular jobs but help out when there is a fire or natural disaster. Miki's 230 Volunteer Firefighters are
organized into 6 brigades. The Volunteer Firefighters come from various professions and age groups. They cooperate and undergo group
training helping to bring the community together.
